Reflections from the Year

After a challenging first half of 2025 we have gained a lot of ground as a
parish in these last few months. I appreciate the ways that Rosa Thill and
Ligia Romero stepped up in the first half of the year to help out with our
catechism classes leading up to the celebration of the sacraments for our
children and teens in May. I am grateful that Cristina Alcanter could help
in the front office for a consistent period of time and for the countless
volunteers who help keep this parish so active and vibrant. Sadly some
younger men lost their lives this year but we entrust their souls to the
Lord of the living and the dead in Jesus and find a way forward with the
grace of God. In the last year our Advent Retreat and Cursillo retreats
were an excellent opportunity for men and women to encounter God in a
personal way and find a way towards greater healing and reconciliation.
We were blessed to have 7 couples who were married in our Church in
2025 (1 in St. Johns). We welcomed 15 new people to come receive the
sacraments of salvation at Easter and they were initiated into the life and
mission of Jesus. Our Mass attendance continues to grow over the last
year with our highest Mass attendance (550+ on the weekend) in at least
seven years this past October. Despite everything going on outside people
are coming to seek God in Mass. In August we got a new Passionist Sister
in Sr. Julieta Mondragon and in October we had our newly refurbished
tabernacle placed in the center of our sanctuary. Gloria a Dios! These are
wonderful but more than just the numbers it is the testimonies of people
that are enriching. Some youth have great testimonies of their NCYC
experience, more neighbors are being served through our ministries, and
the dignity of all people (including migrants and homeless) are bemg
upheld. L1V1ng the mission we have as a Catholic Church is something we
will continue in 2026 at Cristo Rey. Let’s work together with positive
momentum in the year ahead.
