FROM THE PASTOR/DEL PADRECITO

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Today there is the last of the three scrutinies for those preparing for
their new life in Christ very soon. In the Gospel we hear about the
depth of Jesus’ love for his friend, Lazarus, and the fullness of His
Divine power to raise his friend from the dead. Jesus was not stoic. He
cried. He likely laughed quite a bit. He probably danced at the wedding
at Cana. He became deeply perturbed in spirit at the loss of his friend
and at the stubbornness of the people around him. As the popular com-
mercials over the last year have continued to emphasize, “He gets us.”
Not only that though. Along with “getting us” Jesus lifts us up to a new
way of being we did not think was possible. He brings Lazarus from
the tomb of death to be alive again after he clearly died. He doesn’t
want us to be sealed in the tombs of despair because of the deep suffer-
ing or loss we may endure. Jesus is the resurrection and the life for us
as He was for Lazarus and in Him, we can live with hope for those who
have died and gone before us. Let’s continue to pray for God’s mercy
for our deceased loved ones and not neglect to bury them in the sacred
space of a cemetery.
