Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This week’s Gospel shares with us that Jesus has power not only to give
living water to a Samaritan woman or sight to a blind man but new life
to a dead man. We hear through the testimony of John that Jesus first
weeps for his friend, Lazarus, and then raises him from the grave to new
life again. In his human compassion he grieves the death of his friend
but in His Divine power he shows that death does not have power over
him. This precedes the miraculous reality of His resurrection and the
hope for eternal life for all humankind which we will celebrate in a
couple of weeks at Easter. At the end of the day and at the end of our
lives Jesus has the victory over sin and death. Unfortunately in this
sinful and selfish world it can be hard to see this victory. When violence
continues and wars escalate around the world (Ukraine-Russia, Israel-
Gaza, Mexican cartels, Iran and US) many human lives are lost and
tragically the innocent suffer. This has effects not only on those
involved in the conflict but on innocent bystanders (like those 175+
children and women in the school in Iran), in displacement of thousands
(in Lebanon), and global economic impacts (it’s far lower on the list of
atrocities but gas prices are not good.) Like Jesus this can bring us to
tears. We can seem powerless in the face of these conflicts but what is
important is that we can be a prophetic voice for morality and an
integral witness to the prince of peace through our actions. Our Holy
Father, Pope Leo XIV, has continued to do this as a persistent voice for
peace since he was elected less than a year ago. Here are some quotes
from him that are grounded in Church teaching and relevant to current
situations that are occurring throughout the world. “Violence can never
lead to the justice, the stability and the peace that peoples are awaiting,”
As he turned to the faithful after the recitation of the Angelus Prayer
(March 15th), the Pope recalled that “the peoples of the Middle East
have been suffering the atrocious violence of war" for two
weeks.“Thousands of innocent people have been killed, and many
others have been forced to abandon their homes. I renew my prayerful
closeness to all those who have lost their loved ones in the attacks that
have struck schools, hospitals, and residential areas,” he added. Pope
Leo also expressed great concern for the situation in Lebanon.“T hope
for paths of dialogue that can support the country’s authorities in
implementing lasting solutions to the serious crisis underway, for the
common good of all the Lebanese people. Each of those entrusted with
promoting the common good of society should heed these calls to just
and peaceful resolutions of issues that divide people and take life. We
will continue in prayer and witness to the dignity of human life here at
Cristo Rey.

camente, los inocentes sufren. Esto afecta no solo a los implicados
en el conflicto, sino también a los inocentes (como esos 175+ niiios
y mujeres en la escuela en Iran), en el desplazamiento de miles (en
el Libano) y en los impactos econémicos globales (estd mucho mas
abajo en la lista de atrocidades, pero los precios de la gasolina no
son buenos). Como Jesus, esto puede hacernos llorar. Podemos
parecer impotentes ante estos conflictos, pero lo importante es que
podemos ser una voz profética de la moralidad y un testimonio inte-
gral del principe de la paz a través de nuestras acciones. Nuestro
Santo Padre, el Papa Leon X1V, ha seguido haciendo esto como
una voz persistente por la paz desde que fite elegido hace menos de
un anio. Aqui hay algunas citas suyas que estan fundamentadas en
la enserianza de la Iglesia y son relevantes para las situaciones
actuales que ocurren en todo el mundo. “La violencia nunca puede
conducir a la justicia, la estabilidad y la paz que los pueblos es-
peran”, al dirigirse a los fieles tras la recitacion de la Oracion del
Angelus (15 de marzo), el Papa recordé que "los pueblos de Ori-
ente Medio han estado sufriendo la atroz violencia de la guerra”
durante dos semanas." Miles de personas inocentes han sido
asesinadas y muchas otras se han visto obligadas a abandonar sus
hogares. Renuevo mi cercania de oracion a todos aquellos que han
perdido a sus seres queridos en los ataques que han afectado es-
cuelas, hospitales y zonas residenciales", aniadio. EI Papa Leon
también expreso gran preocupacion por la situacion en el Libano.
