Dear Brothers and sisters in Christ,

This past year I know there has been a great deal of fear and anxiety
about excessive application of immigration enforcement at the federal
level. This affects many of our parishioners regardless of their immi-
gration status and tragically has involved the separation of families
and violence to a couple protestors in Minneapolis in the last few
weeks. Whatever our political persuasion may be it’s important for us
to be grounded in biblical principles as well as Catholic social teach-
ing to respond to situations as faithful Catholics.

As the Gospel from the start of the Sermon on the Mount shares with
us today true blessedness is in hungering and thirsting for righteous-
ness, offering mercy, and seeking peace. These are not mutually ex-
clusive but are essential foundations for how we live in response to
our loving God. Following the teaching of the Catechism (CCC 2241)
law enforcement officers can do their jobs without unjust discrimina-
tion towards people or resorting to violence. Protests should uphold
human dignity and essential human rights without resorting to de-
struction of property.

At Cristo Rey we continue to teach biblical principles and support
people made in the image and likeness of God. Last February and
March we had a couple sessions with Civil Rights for Immigrants
informing about US Constitutional Rights. In July we had a workshop
on “Welcoming the Stranger” with resources and biblical foundations
for action. I have written countless letters on behalf of committed pa-
rishioners and we continue to have a place for worship, formation,
and provision for the basic needs of all people. Our mission continues
to be driven by Catholic social teaching and we will ground any ac-
tion in that direction. I encourage the reading of the November state-
ment from the USCCB for a clearer understanding of where the US
Catholic Church stands in these times: https://www.uscch.org/
news/2025/us-bishops-issue-special-message-immigration-plenary-
assembly-baltimore. May we open our hearts to live the Beatitudes to
be the salt and light our world needs.

Esto afecta
a muchos de nuestros feligreses independientemente de su estatus
migratorio y, tragicamente, ha implicado la separacion de familias
y la violencia contra un par de manifestantes en Minneapolis en las
ultimas semanas. Sea cual sea nuestra inclinacion politica, es im-
portante que estemos fundamentados en principios biblicos y en la
ensenianza social catdlica para responder a las situaciones como
catdlicos fieles. Como el Evangelio desde el inicio del Sermon del
Monte nos comparte hoy, la verdadera bendicion esta en el hambre
v la sed de justicia, en ofrecer misericordia y en buscar la paz. No
son mutuamente excluyentes, sino que son fundamentos esenciales
para como vivimos en respuesta a nuestro Dios amoroso. Siguiendo
la enseiianza del Catecismo (CCC 2241), los agentes de la ley
pueden desempeniar su trabajo sin discriminacion injusta hacia las
personas ni recurrir a la violencia. Las protestas deben defender la
dignidad humana y los derechos humanos esenciales sin recurrir a
la destruccion de propiedades. En Cristo Rey seguimos ensefiando
principios biblicos y apoyando a las personas hechas a imagen y
semejanza de Dios.

En julio
tuvimos un taller sobre "Dando la bienvenida al extraiio" con recur-
sos y fundamentos biblicos para la accion. He escrito innumerables
cartas en nombre de feligreses comprometidos y seguimos teniendo
un lugar para el culto, la formacion y la provision de las nece-
sidades basicas de todas las personas. Nuestra mision sigue guiada
por la doctrina social catélica y fundamentaremos cualquier accion
en esa direccion.

The Beatitudes provide the “identity card” of Christians

— this is our identity card — because they outline the face of
Jesus himself, his style of living. (...) Moreover, the “mount”
recalls Sinai, where God gave Moses the Commandments. Jesus
begins to teach a new law: to be poor, to be meek, to be merci-
ful.... These “new commandments” are much more than a set of
rules. Indeed, Jesus does not impose anything but reveals the way
of happiness — his way — by repeating the word “blessed” eight
times. (...) But what does the word “blessed” mean? Because
each of the eight Beatitudes begins with the word “blessed”. The
original term does not mean one with a full belly or one who is
doing well, but rather it is a person who is in a condition of grace,
who progresses in God’s grace and progresses on God’s path:
patience, poverty, service to others, comfort.... Those who ad-
vance in these things are happy and shall be blessed.
